· Big Idea:   This course is designed to educate students on the field of Sports Medicine.  Students will gain background knowledge on common injuries and have a variety of hands-on experiences for injury prevention and rehabilitation along with developing a basic understanding of anatomy and physiology of the human body.  
· Other Course Outcomes:

· Work effectively in lab groups

· Organize and present information clearly from lab experiences or class activities
· Determine and effectively use appropriate resources (text, internet, lab materials, etc.)
· Assessment:
How we will measure progress towards and completion of stated goal(s)
· All assessments for each unit are graded by weighted categories: assessment, science lab skills and projects, and work ethic.  Below is the breakdown of the weighted scale.

Assessment – 60% 

Assessment is broken into two main categories, comprehension and short answer.  This category will include quizzes and tests.

Science lab skills and projects – 30%

This category includes labs, research projects, and assessment based on science process skills.

Career and Life Skills- 10%


    Work ethic will include homework, participation in group projects, evaluation of practice and daily tasks.

·         Grades are then determined by applying the KHS grade scale (see agenda)

· Other grading information:
· Learning targets will be distributed at the beginning of each unit which is the basis for the unit test
· Incompletes: Student will receive an incomplete (“I”) for their overall grade if lab reports, projects and/or tests are missing

· Late work: Late work will be recorded and will receive no credit until submitted.  An incomplete will replace the score for the course until late work is handed in.  Students are required to come in after school or during extended learning time until work is completed.

· Extra credit is not available

· Test and lab report corrections are available for students that have completed all of their work for the unit
· Corrections must be completed during extended learning time following the assessment

· Students may earn up to 1/3 credit back if the corrections are proficient and show mastery of learning targets 
· Reflection/Refinement:  How we will use today’s results to guide your learning for tomorrow

· Today’s learning target(s) often build on previous learning target(s).  It is important students take good notes, keep up with daily work, and get help in a timely manner in order to be successful.  Students who are not demonstrating these qualities OR are failing will be required to stay for extended learning time on Wednesday afternoon. 
· Not all assignments will be collected but all are essential to learning.  Students need to be responsible do their work, ask questions, and retain assignments for assessments
